A minimum of 12 hours’ notice is required
for cancellations; otherwise, you will be charged for the lesson. If you arrive late, the lesson will still end
at the originally scheduled time, and if you are more than 10 minutes late, the lesson will be considered

a no-show and you will be charged for the session.
